dose was given

All health requirements are required to be completed
and on file with the school nurse the first day of
school. No student will be allowed to attend school
until this requirement is met.

It is not too early to begin preparing for the next school
year. It is recommended that you get your child
vaccinated now in order to avoid any fasnute rush
during the summer. In addition to healthcare providers,
health departments and many pharmacies offer this
vaccine.
